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Comparative Study between the Styles of Playing the
‘Esraj’ in Sri Lanka

Esraj is a member of the Indian stringed instrument family, Sarangi. The
development of the esraj has undergone many steps during the last two centuries. At
present there are mainly four styles of playing the esraj; Traditional style, Panjabi
style, Delhi style and Bishnupur style. The problem of the study was to find out
whether there were any characteristics in separate playing styles which makes those
styles of any speciality than the others. Main focus of this study was the contrast
between the Traditional style and the Bishnupur style whereas these styles were the
most used in Sri Lanka. This study gave the most neutral answer to the comparative
questions among the above mentioned styles. In Sri Lanka, the styles of playing the
esraj has been discussed, argued and in some occasions caused damage to the
players. This study shows that the historical, developmental, performing, artistic and
structural impact affected the style, as well as new trends of esraj. This study has
done a qualitative research where, data were collected through interviews with
professionals, literature studies, participatory observations and, tertiary resources.
Research outcomes were presented through sketches and diagrams where necessary.

Online Music Learning in Higher Education in
Sri Lanka: Challenges and Constraints

P.G.R. Shehani Nipunika*

Online music learning is one of the learning trends in the world due to recent past
incidents. As a result of it, higher education regarding music in Sri Lanka also
adopted online music learning. However, challenges and constraints arose in online
music learning among higher-education students. This study focused on those
difficulties faced by students in the faculty of music at the University of the Visual
and Performing Arts, Colombo 07. A qualitative case study was used as a
methodology. An online closed-ended questionnaire was randomly distributed
among a sample of 50 students in the 3" year of the academic year 2019/2020 at the
Faculty of Music at UVPA. After analyzing, it was noticed that 70% of the
participants encountered challenges with technical issues. In addition, most
participants stated that they encountered difficulties due to a lack of interconnection
between the student and the lecturer. Furthermore, participants illustrated that there
was no motivation to listen to the lesson due to isolation. Participants also described
challenges while playing the musical instruments virtually. Moreover, 92%, 70%,
and 26% of students were confronted with constraints with power interruptions, poor
internet connection and signal delays, and limitations of electronic devices,
respectively. In addition, 46% of students experienced unequal distribution of speed
internet connection, 18% stated that they had to buy a musical instrument to learn
music online, and 10% stated that they borrowed musical instruments from friends.
Results revealed that although participants faced many problems, they overcame
these. Therefore, if authorities wish to implement online music learning platforms in
higher education further in the future, minimizing these challenges and constraints is
suggested to give better online music learning for students.

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A study on practicing western music instruments among teens (with
special reference ages 12 yrs— 18yrs)

The study of Western Music Instruments is beneficial for students in many ways
such as enhancing coordination, perseverance and developing listening skills in
addition to metacognition. In recent years there has been a decline in the number of
students who continue playing instruments into adulthood with most students
dropping out between the ages 12 — 18 with inconsistencies in practice. The purpose
of this study is to identify the reasons for inconsistent practice and the reasons why
students discontinue studies of Western Music. Qualitative Research Methods were
used in this research, books, journals, questionnaires have been used as secondary
data. As a sample of the research 25 teenage western music students were randomly
selected. According to the data, there have been 7 dropouts, 10 students changing
streams expressing negative feelings and 8 continuing western music studies. As
findings of this research, most students have expressed negative feelings towards
music instrument playing due to lack of interest in learning, difficulty in
persevering, lack of time management and low priority for practice. This impacts the
future of Western Music Studies as the number of students decline continuously
leading to the fall of the industry. This also results in a stagnation in personality
development in teenagers.

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A Practical Study of the Peculiarities of Khyals by Pandit Ramdas
Mishra (Bade Ramdas) of Banaras Gharana.

As a composer, a talented guru, and a Hindustani vocalist, Pandit Ramdas Mishra
(Bade Ramdas) has done a significant contribution to Banaras Gharana. In
examining the classical songs created by each vocal Gharana in India, the goal is to
ensure the identity of the particular Gharana by demonstrating the unique
characteristics of each Gharana. The research problem can be stated as “What are
the unique characteristics and peculiarities of the Banaras Gharana displayed
through the Khyal songs created by Pandit Ramdas?”” The main aim of this research
is to practically study and analyze the distinctive features of the Khyals composed
by Pandit Ramdas. This is a practice-based research. The Khyals related to various
ragas composed by Pandit Ramdas were practically studied through this research
and the various practical singing techniques used by him in composing those songs
such as kan, murki, gamak, andolan, meend, khatka, etc., different compositions
based on different layakaris (Layadar Bandish ex: Tha Dugun Bandish), melodious
compositions, etc. were used as the basis for this research. The classical songs of
Pandit Ramdas are very rare to find nowadays and the classical songs composed by
Pandit Ramdas sung by his students Pandit Harishankar Mishra, Pandit Ganesh
Prasad Mishra, Pandit Rajan Sajan Mishra, etc. are used to study the compositions of
Bade Ramdas. Also, the books and articles written on Pandit Ramdas were used as
sources to collect data for this research. Khyals composed by Pandit Ramdas are
featured as "Ramadasa ke Mohana Pyare, Ramadasa Vinthi Karata, Ramadasa ke
Govinda Swami" etc. It confirms that the song was composed by Pandit Ramdas.
Most of the khyal songs created by Pandit Ramdas have a taan at the beginning and
end of the sthai and at the end of the antara. Some songs are composed in dugun. In
some songs, it is seen that the sthai is composed in Trital and the antara is made
according to ektal. Many Khyals of Bade Ramdas are composed for God and most
of the songs are very beautiful in terms of aesthetics.

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A Study on How Relaxed Technical Approaches Affect Perceived
Tension and Performance in Pianists

Pavithra M. Madapatha, Dr. Priyeshni P. Perera®

The pianoforte is one of the most popular instruments which can be learnt at any age
all over the world. Much of the music that had been composed for various keyboard
instruments in different periods of history is often performed in the present-day
acoustic piano. As a result, many music students who enroll in piano study are
regularly at risk of acquiring poor technical approaches at the keyboard, which often
leads to physical tension, continuous pain, injuries and a slower rate of progress.
Therefore, this pilot study explored on relaxed technical concepts which may help
pianists to be more efficient technically on their performances. The purpose of this
research was to examine how the application of an appropriate technical concept to a
technically challenging extract of a piece of music affects perceived physical tension
of piano students. Also sought to determine whether the implementation of
physically relaxed approaches aid in diminishing physical tension and increasing
performance level of piano students. 26 undergraduates who are studying piano at
the University of Visual and Performing Arts, Colombo, Sri Lanka participated for
this research study. The technical approach termed “The Underwave and Overwave
Motion”, a relaxed technical approach of Otto Ortmann and Dorothy Taubman was
applied to minimize the physical tension. Participants of this research study were
required to perform and record their playing in 2 days and the music tracks were
adjudicated by five judges. The collected data were statistically analyzed by
Shapiro-Wilk W test to verify the relationship between the use of piano technique,
performance and perceived tension. The perceived tension difference was computed
based on the collected data as “Performance Difference = Day 1 Performance — Day
2 Performance and Perceived Tension Difference = Day 2 Perceived Tension — Day
1 Perceived Tension”. Based on the results, the application of appropriate technical
approaches to technically challenging extracts of music minimized the perceived
physical tension and also improved the tone quality of the performance.

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Notation writing system in the Field of Applied Music in Sri Lanka

Sri Lankan Applied Music has been influenced by Eastern and Western arts
throughout history, nurtured by various genres such as simple music, film music,
tele-drama music and stage drama music. Simultaneously Sri Lankan applied music
notation system has evolved over time from the sources of Western and Indian
musical traditions. Also, there is no direct set of rules in place since the inception of
the Sri Lankan applied music notation system. As a result, it has taken the core
elements of the Western and Eastern notation system and built the current notation
system by incorporating the subjective knowledge of artists in the field of applied
music. The purpose of this research is to find out how the basic features of Eastern
and Western notation system have affected Sri Lankan notation writing system and
the problems that have arisen with it.
