HISTORY OF THE FACULTY OF MUSIC

The Faculty of Music of the University of the Visual & Performing Arts boasts a long and golden history in
tertiary education. Formally, this Faculty was known as the Government College of Music founded by the
late Dr. Lionel Edirisinghe in 1952. After the establishment of the Institute of Aesthetic Studies, which was
affiliated to the University of Kelaniya, on the 1st of May 1974 the Government College of Music was
established as a separate department in the said institution. Three decades later, the on 1st of July 2005, this
particular institute was re-established as an autonomous university knows as the University of the Visual &
Performing Arts, comprising of three Faculties such as Faculty of Music, Faculty of Dance & Drama and
Faculty of Visual Arts.

DEGREE PROGRAMMES OF THE FACULTY OF MUSIC

The BPA degree in Music begins with the study of the foundation of music and provides options for either
continued towards a broad study of the subject, across the performing arts or in the specialized one or two
disciplines. Students of the faculty of music receive a four-year bachelor of performing arts degree with a
focus on the music industry. Students are free to enter the workforce and show their ability, well-developed
skills and the practical understanding of different music genres in the world realm of music. At the
completion of this degree program, prospective employers may confirm that graduates of the faculty of
music have the potential of assigning in the working areas of their organizations. Furthermore, this degree
holders have the ability to appear in the post-degree level studies and research identified in humanities, and
in the other scientific areas in music. Postgraduate degrees of these disciplines are offered under the Faculty
of Graduate Studies of UVPA. This academic setup facilitates in creating the opportunity to discuss and
explore the ever-growing entrepreneurial role in the music industry.

The rationale for Revision of Curriculum

The present curriculum and the study program of the Faculty of Music were developed in 2015/2016. According to
the international and national norms, the curriculum of a degree program has to be revised at least once in five year
period. The process of curriculum revision had been begun in 2021. Furthermore, a survey of employers revealed
that many graduates need to improve their knowledge and skills related to the technological development of music in
today's world, so that they can access various job opportunities today. Hence it was proposed that a curriculum
reform be undertaken.

Curriculum Revision Process

The major features of the proposed curriculum are student-centered learning. Thus each course unit in the curriculum
and finally total curriculum is designed to enable the graduates to perform in order to achieve the objectives of the
degree program.
A thorough analysis of the three educational domains (cognitive, psychomotor, and affective) and their levels of
achievement was undertaken in order to develop the structure and course units of the curriculum so that the
expected graduate profile could be satisfied by the intended learning outcomes (ILOs) of each course unit. Therefore,
the following activities were accomplished during the curriculum development process.
e New specializations and course units were introduced to the present curriculum.
o Existing course units were revised and updated appropriately.
e Workshops were conducted during the revision process to include relevant suggestions of all the
Stakeholders.
o Personality development course units were included to the curriculum to improve the soft skills of
the graduates and then employability.
e Skills development through student centered learning is included to course units to enhance the
Students' competency in practical aspects of music to enhance the quality of the graduates.
e  Adetailed evaluation criteria and time schedule are included into each course unit description.

Name of the degree program
The degree offered by the Faculty is BPA Hons (Music) (Bachelor of Performing Arts Honors in Music.)
(Six courses are running in the faculty. Their names are as follows. 1. Ethnomusicology, 2. Musicology, 3.

North Indian music, 4. South Indian music, 5. Western music, 6. Applied Music, and mass communication.
But the faculty gives only one degree.)

Duration of the degree programme
Four years of full-time study is considered a minimum requirement for the necessary knowledge, skill and

attitudes required for a graduate in music. The four years will comprise of 8 semesters, 2 semesters per year
with each semester having 15 weeks of the teaching period.

Academic programmes
The faculty provides programs that will allow the student to earn an academic degree that their own pace,

using the various instructional and technological advances and teaching techniques. The academic program
in the facult is taught in Sinhala. Only identified courses will be studied in English. All students are provided
with an English language program during their first year. Attending the English program is compulsory. The
degree programmes follow a course unit system.



Credits
The total minimum requirement of credits for a 4 years honors degree programme is 120 as specified by the
SLQF level 6.

e Core programs 30 credits the core programme is the first year. At the end of the core programme,
each student should earn 30 credits.

e Advanced programme — 90 credits Courses of each advanced programme will be completed in the
2nd, 3rd and 4th years. These courses will be either compulsory (i.e. all the students in a particular
module must follow) or optional (i.e. courses that are not compulsory for any module and could be
followed by students on the Department’s advice). A Research dissertation will be carried out by
individual students in the respective Departments of study.

Industrial Training and Research Project with Thesis

This has been identified as one of the strongest aspects of the curriculum. The industrial training component
and the research project will be started from the 7th semester onwards. Two credits are allocated for
industrial training in the 7th semester. They will make an oral presentation as well as a written report at the
completion of the training during this period. A period of 3 months will be allocated for this. This training has
now been re-designed in order to achieve higher levels of learning outcomes required for an honors
graduate in music. Research Project is given 6 credits: one credit for Research Project - | (proposal
preparation) and five credits for Research Project - Il (dissertation /presentation and evaluation).

Assessment Policy and Strategies

Each credited course unit will have an end semester comprehensive written/Practical examination. They will
also have continuous assessments as approved by the department. Each non-credited course unit will have
continuous assessment designed and wherever relevant end semester examination and evaluated by the
course coordinator and approved by the Faculty Board. The practical component of course units will be
assessed as decided by the department and approved by the Faculty Board. The Industrial Training program
will be assessed by the supervisor of a student at his/her workplace as well as by the supervisor appointed by
the department that offers that specialization module. A dissertation based on a research project will be
evaluated by the Research Project supervisor and assessed at a dissertation defense examination as decided
by the department and approved by the Faculty Board.

Evaluation Process.

Students’ academic work is usually done by presenting academic assignment reports and practical activities
and by conducting tests at the end of the course. At the end of each semester a grade is awarded for each
course unit. The Academic Division will inform the course units of the assessment methods at the outset.
Evaluation of examinations, especially those related to the degree course, is based on dissertations and
presentations.
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Final Evaluation for Examinations

The final grade will be calculated according to the course evaluation criteria given under the each course unit description
